Colorado Revised Statute, 29-20-105 (2) (),
which was passed in 2001 as HOUSE BILL 01S2-1001.) This. statute grants property
that abuts or touches the flagpole the right to be included, in the annexation, under
the same terms as the property at the end of the flagpole. -

The Grass Roots Longmont group “What’s-In-It-For-Longmont” found out that there
were serious tax issues involving super large churches that did more than hold religion

services. Here is the State statute:

Title 39

Article 3

{Portions pertaining to religious exemptions only)

38-3-106. Property - religious purposes - exemption - legisiative declaration.
{2} In ordar to guidr~ members of the nublic and public officials alike, in the making of their day-to-day decisions,
to provide for a consistent appiication of the laws, and to assist in the avoidance of litigation, the general
assembly hereby finds and declares that religious worship has different meanings to different religious
organizations; that the constitutional guaranteas regarding establishment of refigion and the free exercise of -
religion prevent public officiais from inquiring as to whether particular aclivities of religious organizations
constitute religious worship; that many activities of religious organizations are in the furtherance of the religious
purposes of such organizations; that such religious activities are an integral part of the religious worship of
religious organizations; and that activities of religious organizations which are in furtherance of their refigious
purposes constitute religious worship for purposes of section 5 of article X of the Colorado constitution. This
legislative finding and declaration shall be entitled to great weight in any and every court.
